The Month of April - Hope and Despair
The month of April holds a great deal of emotion for any student of the “War for Southern Independence.” It also holds a lot of “mystery” that, sadly, MOST Americans have no knowledge of. Perhaps the true “high water mark” of the Confederacy took place on April 12, 1861 when elements of the CSA opened fire on Fort Sumter. In that very same month Virginia seceded from the Union on the 17th. On the 20th Col. Robert E. Lee resigns from the U.S. Army. IF, and I repeat IF, the sole purpose of the Union’s aggression against the South was for the purpose of “freeing the slaves” why did it take the city of Washington, D.C. until April 1862 to abolish slavery? WORST YET; it wasn’t until April of 1864 before the U.S. Senate passed the 13th Amendment, abolishing slavery! THAT WAS THREE YEARS AFTER THE WAR HAD STARTED! There is no greater proof than these two events to show that the “War for Southern Independence” was NOT fought over slavery alone! John Wilkes Booth shot President Lincoln on April 14th of 1865 and Lincoln died the following day. On April 2nd of 1865 CSA General A.P. Hill is killed in the Battle of Petersburg. On April 26th of 1865 John Wilkes Booth is killed in Caroline County, VA. Richmond, VA surrenders on April 3rd of 1865.
