Commander’s Comments

Dear Compatriots and prospective members,

June 2008… The bicentennial of the birth of the Confederacy‘s only President, Jefferson Davis.  The program on Saturday June 7 at 10:00am at Hollywood Cemetery is a “once in a life time” event.  I hope that many of you and your family will be able to attend.  Our own, Everette Ellis is on the Jefferson Davis Committee and has worked very hard planning a program that will reflect the importance of this occasion. Many books have been written about President Davis over the years and new ones will continue to be written because Jefferson Davis was an important figure in the Confederate States of American as well as the United States.  Jefferson Davis attended West Point and served in the Mexican War under Zachary Taylor, and was severely wounded at Buena Vista.  He declined the appointment of Brig. General in 1847 and returned to public life.  In 1853, he was appointed Secretary of War and entered the U.S. Senate, serving there until January 1861 when Mississippi seceded.  There he was appointed Major General of the State Militia and was chosen provisional president of the Confederate government.  He was inaugurated provisional presidential in February 1861 for a six year term and was inaugurated president of the permanent government on February 22, 1862.  In April 1865, he and his cabinet moved to Richmond and he presided over them for the last time on April 24, 1865.  He was captured at Irwindale, GA and held for two years at Fort Monroe.  He was never charged, never brought to trail and finally released on bail and a nolle prosequi was ordered by the Federal government.  He wrote The Rise and Fall of the Confederate Government in 1881.  He lived out his remaining years in Mississippi, never seeking the restoration of his citizenship.  It was finally restored by former President Jimmy Carter.

I want to thank 1st Lt. Commander Garland Walton for presiding over the May meeting.  I heard he did a great job and our guest speaker, Mike Gorman was “first rate”.  I am sorry I missed that meeting.  

Dixie Days will be the weekend of June 14-15 and even thought I have not heard from the Dixie Day Committee that our Camp registration has been “officially” accepted, I am assuming that it has.  Anybody that can spare a few hours to man the booth on one of these days, please contract me.

The June meeting will be the last meeting until September, remember no meetings in July or August.  I hope everyone has a safe and happy summer.

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The inauguration of Jefferson Davis

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145th Anniversary of the Battle of Gettysburg

This will be the 145th Anniversary of “Gettysburg” and as with each year it will culminate with “Pickett’s Charge.” Imagine, for just a moment, that you were one of the troops standing there looking out for what must have seemed liked a million miles of open field you were going to have to cross…just in order to reach the enemy. You know there are going to be cannons firing at you as you marched across that vast expansion of openness. Sweat pouring from every pore in your body and yet your mouth bone dry.  People ask, “How could you have the courage to do that?” There is a famous story from WW2 that perhaps sums it up. Very late in the war a Waffen-SS Division was surrounded by the Russians in Budapest. Another Waffen-SS Division was sent to rescue their fellow comrades knowing, full well, that there was no hope of success. When their commander was asked why he undertook such a mission, knowing there was no hope for success he replied, “Because they, (the surrounded unit) would have done the same for us, and it was the least we could do for our comrades.” Sometimes…it’s only because of what’s expected of one…that brave men become immortal.
