Dear Members and Perspective Members,

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Confederate Monument at Arlington National Cemetery 
September marks the anniversary of the battle that produced the “bloodiest day” of the war – the Battle of Sharpsburg aka Antietam. The Confederate Army lost 2,700 men with another 9,029 wounded. Union loses were: 2,108 killed and 9,549 wounded. Views differ as to who was victorious and who was not. What is not debating is that the battle gave both the French and English cause to reflect and reevaluate if they were going to align themselves with the “Southern Cause.” It also gave Abraham Lincoln the opportunity to announce his preliminary Emancipation Proclamation, (September 22) which would free all slaves in areas rebelling against the United States effective January 1, 1863.

I recently discovered a very interesting book: Virginia Railroads in the Civil War. It was written by Angus James Johnson II. So far there hasn’t been, and there likely will not, be any re-prints made because of its’ limited scope. It can be a “little pricy” but if you’re interested in the Civil War, in Virginia I feel it’s a MUST READ! In any war, that are a number of factors that ultimately determine the outcome, and some of these “parts” are often over looked in the final evaluations. The South was at a disadvantage from the very beginning of the war – materially speaking. I just completed The Wartime Papers of R. E. Lee and Lee’s Dispatches. It was very enlightening to read those two books in conjunction with the “Railroad book” and see how coordination of getting men and materials from point A to point B was so vital. It didn’t matter how much you had, if you couldn’t get it to the point that needed – it was useless. Today moving men and material is of little concern. But back then…
