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As many of you know, the Washington Times has, for a number of years, run an excellent and very popular “Civil War” column which appears in its weekend addition and online. I have been privileged to be one of its frequent contributors.

The column covers a wide range of interests - Confederate & Union, and is very balanced and even-handed in allowing various points of view. The scholarship is sound and the articles include recent news, book and film reviews, biographical sketches, and pieces on a number of varied WBTS topics.

Recently, the Times announced that its long time editor, Wesley Pruden, himself the great grandson of a Confederate soldier, would be retiring. His successor had already been chosen. Though no changes have been announced, there is always the possibility that columns will be dropped, columnists changed, and editorial focus altered, etc. With that in mind I am asking you to send a letter to the editor asking that the Civil War column be continued and, if you are a reader, tell them so and that you want to see the column go on. This column is especially needful as we approach the 150t Anniversary commemoration of the war years beginning in
2011.

Our nation is woefully ignorant of the war that defined much of what we are as a nation and this column reaches scores of thousands every week. It is in many ways a patriotic column and a weekly reminder of our nation s history. It hearkens back to similar columns that I can remember reading in newspapers as a young boy.
